Description prise du calendrier universitaire

This course enables students to master literary reading, including understanding major
aspects of French and Francophone literatures and cultures, their particular histories as well
astheirrelationship to the larger discipline of arts and humanities. The course provides tools
for textual analysis, and improves written and oral communication in French.

Prerequisites : FR1900E, FR1910, or permission of the Department.
Antirequisites: FR2600E

Description et objectifs du cours

Par le biais de cours magistraux, d’ateliers en petits groupes, de lectures personnelles et de
documents audio-visuels, ce cours vise a familiariser U'étudiante et ’étudiant avec Uhistoire
littéraire francaise du Moyen Age, de la Renaissance, du XVII¢ et du XVIII° siécle. Le cours
permet d’acquérir une meilleure compréhension de la littérature francaise grace a U'étude
des liens qui existent entre les périodes historiques, les grands courants esthétiques ou
culturels, les différents auteurs ou auteures et les genres qu’ils ont pratiqués. En plus de lire
une osuvre et des extraits de textes, 'étudiante et U'étudiant seront initié.e.s aux méthodes
de lecture, de recherche et d’analyse les plus adéquates pour les ceuvres de cette période,
comme lapproche thématique, la rhétorique, la versification, la dramaturgie classique et la
narratologie, en plus d’une initiation aux outils de recherche en ligne et en bibliothéque.
Aucune connaissance préalable de la littérature francaise/francophone n’est nécessaire. Ce



cours permet de travailler les quatre habiletés langagieres (la lecture, Uécrit, Uoral et
’écoute) tout en découvrant de nouveaux outils de recherche.

Objectifs pédagogiques/Compétences transférables

A lafin de ce cours, les étudiant.e.s devront étre capablesde:
e Connaitre les principaux auteurs et les principales dates de la littérature francaise.
e Comprendre les liens qui unissent les périodes historiques, les courants artistiques et

les genres littéraires pratiqués.

e Formuler et partager leurs propres opinions et critiques littéraires par le biais de

discussions et de projets collaboratifs.

e Apprendre et apprécier les ambiguités et les nuances de la langue francgaise.

e Enrichir leur vocabulaire passif et actif.

e Identifier les principales figures de style (comparaison, métaphore, allusion, etc.).
e Faire des recherches individuelles en bibliothéque et sur internet.

Explication de la méthode d’évaluation

Annotation et analyse : L’étudiant.e devra compléter 3 fiche d’annotation et d’analyse d’un
extrait littéraire des 4 extraits proposés. Dans un premier temps, ’étudiant.e identifiera des
éléments importants du texte proposé (ex. champs lexicaux, figures de style, focalisation,
genre littéraire, etc.) en annotant le passage a U'étude. Ensuite, ’étudiant.e répondra a
quelques questions d’analyse et de réflexion. Comme il y a de la flexibilité dans le dép6t des
fiches de lectures, Uinstructrice se réserve le droit de ne pas accepter les considérations
académiques (academic considerations) pour une fiche qui n’a pas été remise. Les fiches
sont a remettre lors de Uatelier.

Quiz de lecture : Il y aura trois quiz de lecture a faire en classe au cours du semestre. Les
deux meilleures notes compteront pour la note finale sur 20%. Les quiz porteront sur les
extraits vus en classe ainsi que des notions littéraires (histoire littéraire, méthodologie
littéraire). Comme il y a de la flexibilité dans le calcul des quiz qui comptent, Uinstructrice
se réserve le droit de ne pas accepter les considérations académiques pour un quiz raté.

Compte rendu d’un article critique : Ce travail comporte deux étapes distinctes. Dans un
premier temps, l’étudiant.e lira et annotera un article d’une publication savante (scholarly
article) proposé par la professeure dans la semaine qui préceéde U'épreuve sur table. Ensuite,
'étudiant.e répondra a des questions de compréhension lors d’un exercice en classe.

Lecture enregistrée : A la fin du semestre, 'étudiant.e réalisera un enregistrement d’un
texte gu’il/elle choisira du manuel. En prévision de Uenregistrement, ’étudiant.e dressera
une liste de nouveaux mots et nouvelles expressions tirés de Uextrait.

Participation actives aux ateliers hebdomadaires : Chaque semaine, 'étudiant.e est
noté.e pour sa présence et sa participation active aux activités des ateliers. Les ateliers
commencent pendant la deuxieme semaine du cours (le 10 et le 11 septembre).

Participation actives au cours magistraux: Cette note sera accordée en fonction de
Uassiduité, la préparation, la participation et le respect de létiquette de classe de
Uétudiant.e (ilestinterdit de dormir, de regarder des films, de texter, ou de déranger la classe.
Priere de ranger vos portables avant le début du cours). NB. : Les retards prolongés ou les
départs avant la fin de la classe seront notés comme des absences. Chaque absence vaut
une perte d’un demi-pourcentage (ex. 4 absences = -2 %).
