Prerequisites: Two 0.5 credits from French 2905A/B, French 2906A/B, French
2907A/B (or French 2900) or permission of the Department based on the Placement Test.

Description du cours : L’objectif principal de ce cours est de fournir aux étudiants les
moyens d’améliorer leur maitrise du frangais par une écoute efficace et la pratique orale
des textes. Durant le semestre, nous lirons a haute-voix un roman policier afin de gagner
en confiance et en assurance. Notre méthode passe par 1’écoute et 1’émulation. Le parler
frangais actuel sera également une de nos préoccupations. Nous nous arréterons au rap
produit dans les pays francophones au cours des 2 derniéres années. Ces exercices
permettront aux étudiants de travailler leur prononciation, leur accentuation, leur intonation
et leur rythme. Notre approche favorise I’expansion du lexique, I’interprétation rapide d’un
énoncé et une gestion adéquate du stress lors de prises de parole en francais.

Nous avons divisé le cours en deux sections bien définies : une premicre période de
50 minutes appelée « cours magistral », et une période de deux heures appelée « mise en
lecture ». A I’aide de la version papier du roman Drame de Pigque de Sophie Hénaff et aidé
de la version audio, I’étudiant prépare un passage du roman sélectionné par le professeur
afin d’en offrir une lecture expressive devant ses camarades de classe. Le cours est congu
comme une classe de maitre (Master Class) de la lecture a haute-voix en francais. Il faut
donc s’entrainer a la maison en s’inspirant du travail d’une lectrice professionnelle
(Christine Braconnier).

Matériel de cours
- Obligatoire : Sophie Hénaff, Drame de Pique, Paris, Albin Michel, Livre de
Poche, 2023. La version papier est la seule permise, car le livre sera autorisé
lors des tests.
- Obligatoire : la version audio du roman lue par Christine Braconnier est
disponible sur plusieurs plateformes électroniques dont AppleBooks.

Le cours nécessite la présence de tous les étudiants car la pratique de la lecture s’acquiert
par un phénomene d’émulation et une bonne dose de camaraderie.
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Méthodes d’évaluation

Lecture préparée (Master Class) : A 1’aide de la version papier du roman Drame de
Pigque de Sophie Hénaff et muni de la version audio, I’étudiant prépare une section du
roman sélectionnée par le professeur afin d’en offrir une lecture expressive devant ses
camarades de classe. Chaque étudiant lira quatre fois durant la session. L’ordre
alphabétique déterminera si 1’étudiant appartient au groupe A ou au groupe B. La section
du texte a préparer sera clairement indiquée sur brightspace a chaque semaine, ainsi que la
dizaine de personnes qui devront se charger du texte. Une note sera attribuée aux lecteurs
pour chacune de leur prestation. La premicre prestation sera de 5 points tandis que les trois
prestations subséquentes seront de 10 points.

Tests de lecture : les étudiants auront 60 minutes pour effectuer chacun des trois tests.
Les tests ont pour but de vérifier si les étudiants ont bien lu et compris le roman au
programme. Les tests auront lieu en classe.

Journal de bord : L’étudiant ou I’étudiante revient sur son expérience de lecture
publique et sur ce qui lui faut améliorer de semaine en semaine. Il s’agit d’un outil de
travail afin de mesurer le chemin parcouru depuis la premiére lecture. Le travail est
d’environ 3 a 4 pages a interligne double (ou 500 a 700 mots), a raison d’environ 150
mots par lecture (il y a 4 lectures en classe). Le travail doit comporter une introduction et
une conclusion. Le journal est a remettre sur Brightspace lors du dernier cours.

In the unlikely event of concerns being raised about the
authenticity of any assignment, students may be asked to produce these materials; an
inability to do so may weigh heavily against them.
