These questions provide the starting point for Italian 3330, a course that explores the extraordinary cultural richness of Italy's past and present. Together, we will examine the many expressions of the so-called "Italian genius," from visual arts and literature to music, and consider how these cultural achievements have shaped Italy's enduring global influence and appeal.
